Charge your light fully before first use

WARNING: Ensure your light is totally dry and salt free prior to charging. Charging when wet will void
any warranty.
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Pull back the silicone storm cap and insert a USB-C cable.

The bi-colour battery indicator (inside the lens) will flash green whilst charging.
When the battery is fully charged the LED will turn solid green.

The RAW X takes 4 hours for a full charge at 1A.

Always ensure the silicone band is securely replaced after charging to ensure watertight seal.
